Directions to the Dartmouth Parks Tri.

Folks this is the least confusing that I have found to get to Roundhill Beach in South Dartmouth.  

From the East! Cape Cod, Plymouth etc.

Get to 195 West by your easiest route.

1. West 195 to New Bedford and Providence

2. After downtown exit in New Bedford look and take exit for Rte 140 South.

3. Follow to first set of lights, this is Route 6.  Bare Right on to Route 6.

4. Follow Route 6 west for about a mile to Slocum Rd.  Bishop Stang High School is on the corner. Take a left at the lights on to Slocum Rd. 

5. Follow Slocum Rd past Town Hall and Take Elm St on your left.  There will be signs there.  Turn left on to Elm St.  Follow to Gulf Road.  

6. Turn right on to Gulf Rd.  You are in the center of the village.  You should now see a causeway.  

7. Proceed over the causeway to the next left.  Smith Neck Rd.

8. Turn left on to Smith Neck Rd.  Stay on it.

9. Look for a par 3 golf course on your left. 

10. Take the entrance to the beach immediately after the course, on your left.  Go Slow.  This has speed bumps. 

From the West! Fall River, Providence etc.

Get to 195 East by your easiest route.

1. East  195 to New Bedford and Cape Cod

2. Take Faunce Corner Rd. South to Dartmouth.  Going by the Mall.  Proceed to Route 6.   (3rd light)

3. Turn Left on to Route 6 and get to your right.

4. Take a right on to Tucker Rd.  

5. Stay on Tucker Rd.  Past Russells Mills Rd.  

6. Look for Gulf Road on your left.

7. Turn on to Gulf Road.  Look for Smith Neck Rd on your right.  Bottom of Hill across from Boat Ramp.
8. Turn right on to Smith Neck Rd.  Stay on it.

9. Look for a par 3 golf course on your left. 

10. Take the entrance to the beach immediately after the course, on your left.  Go Slow.  This has speed bumps. 

Entrance will take you all the way to the beach parking lots.  Make sure to park in the lots on your left.  Right lot is the transition area for the Tri.
